MICAD SPM Software Installation Notes


NOTE:-

These instruction notes cover integrating SPM software with the FULL versions of AutoCAD & BricsCAD 64bit only (MICAD no longer integrates with 32bit).
Theses instructions cover a manila install on the local drive (C:) of any compatible Computer. 
Any bespoke alterations to the install of the overall CAD programme may render these instructions useless. 
The CAD User of will need access rights for the software to write out a compiled menu file into 

“Program files” subfolder.

The zip file “SPM-Micad-support-files.zip” contains support files for all supported AutoCAD/BricsCAD versions. This file is available from the “downloads” page.

If you copy the zip into 

"C:/Program files/Autodesk/AutoCAD????" (Approximate file path depending on AutoCAD version).

"C:/Program files/Bricsys/BricsCAD V????" (Approximate file path depending on BricsCAD version).

It should unzip the following folder structure.

                MENU

AutoCAD x64
Within the "DEAMON" directory you will need to install the “ARX” file depending on the AutoCAD version you are working with.

The “ARX” file will also be available from the “downloads” page.

For the full version of AutoCAD then you will need to use AutoCAD's autoload function.

In AutoCAD type “APPLOAD” this will open a dialogue box, in the bottom right corner there should be a button with a briefcase icon. This is the “Startup suite” which will automatically load files on startup or loading of a drawing. You will need to add the “ARX” file and path into this box.

BricsCAD x64
Within the "DAEMON" directory you will need to install the “BRX” file depending on the BricsCAD version you are working with.

Download the “BRX” file from the “downloads” page at MICAD. Extract and copy this to the “DAEMON” folder you created earlier.
Navigate to “C:\Program Files\Bricsys\BricsCAD V15 en_US\Support” and open the “autoload.rx” file in notepad. Add the exact location of the BRX file you installed above. 
It should look something like this:

“C:\Program Files\Bricsys\BricsCAD V15 en_US\micad\daemon\64_micadSPM_BricsCAD15.brx” and save it.

To load the MICAD menu bar both AutoCAD/BricsCAD:- 
Firstly Type “OPTIONS” within the command line. An options window will appear.
Expand “Program options” and the “Files” tab. Below this will be the “Support file search path”, you will need to ADD the “MICAD/MENU” folder into this list by clicking on the 3 dots button, a folder list will appear, select the an empty field and then click the 3 dots again and then navigate to the “MICAD/MENU” folder. Click Ok and then close the settings window. 
Then type “MENULOAD” 
This will display a dialogue box with a browse button in the bottom right (3 dots). Use this button to browse to where the menu is within the "MICAD/MENU" folder (as shown above). You will find a MicadLT2000.CUI file, select this and click Ok. Once this is displayed in the “Load Customization Group from File” field, select “Load”. The SPM toolbar will then appear amongst the toolbar at the top of the window.
You will need a license from Micad to use the toolbar as you’ll probably receive a “no license” error when you click on any of the tool bar buttons. 

Firstly, type “MWHO” into the Command line. This will display your computer name. Email this to Micad who will send back a notepad file for you to copy and paste the contents of into the license box.

(The licence box appears when you click on any the toolbar buttons).
Troubleshooting
The file dialogue may not show any menu files when you first navigate to it. If this is the case then perform the following:
At the bottom of the dialogue there should be a drop down labelled “Files of Type”. 
Select “Legacy Customisation Files”. 
This should display a file to select. Once selected the dialogue should disappear and the previous dialogue underneath should display a LOAD button. 
(This is where the software writes out the compiled menu file). 
When this button is pressed the menu bar should appear.
